Steven Fawkes (Durham, ALL — Association for Language Learning)

Focus on Fun: why now?

Steven will review developments in the Languages World which put the focus
back on engagement and motivation for all our learners and use practical
examples of playful activities in German involving music, authentic resources and
games to explore an educational rationale as well as curriculum demands.

Biography

Steven is a prominent figure in the British debate on language learning/teaching
and speaks regularly at conferences around the country. He has twice been
President of the Association for Language Learning, for which he is now a
Trustee and Membership Officer. He represented ALL on the Steering Group for
the National Strategy for Languages and is Secretary to the Language Alliance.
Steven previously taught Languages in County Durham and worked as Advisory
Teacher there in Special and Comprehensive schools. Subsequently at the BBC
he worked on Schools resources for Languages, and later took the overview of
Policy in the whole Schools area.

He is Chair of Governors of a school in the North-East, where he still lives, and
author of articles and books for Language learners and teachers.

Martina works as a songwriter/performer with a long standing background of
teaching in primary education. Her resource material ,learn German with songs’
— songbook & CD — was published in co-operation with the Goethe-Institute
London in 2005 and has since been distributed worldwide. A volume 2 with more
German songs is on its way. Martina currently showcases her language learning
songs in primary schools with great success and has visited schools all over
Britain and Ireland. Martina has also run workshops for teachers at the Goethe-



Institute in London, Dublin and Glasgow and presented her resource material at
many language shows. Martina composes also for theatre, dance and film.

Die inhaltliche Auswahl bezieht sich auf Texte/Lieder von Klassikern, wie Goethe;
von politisch und sozial Engagierten wie Heine, Kastner, Tucholsky; von
Sangern/Textern im Osten & Westen Deutschlands nach 1945 und im vereinten
Deutschland nach 1990.

Der unterrichtmethodische Effekt: Alle Teilnehmer verstehen sich als
Kabarettisten. Auf dem Programm stehen Aufgaben und Ubungen zur
Sensibilisierung des Horens, Lesens, zur Differenzierung des Wortschatzes und
zum Erproben grammatischer Instrumente in der Einzel- und Gruppenarbeit.
Wesentlich ist die Sensibilisierung fiir sprachliche Nuancen und stilistische
Elemente. H6hepunkt der Kabarett-Stunde ist natlrlich die unterhaltsame, freie
und spaBhafte Kommunikation, einschlieRlich dem Singen, dem Spielen und
Prasen-tieren von Chansons, Parodien, Sketchen u.a.
